Subject Driver: History

In this theme, in History children will be learning
about life in Celtic and Roman times. They will look at
key events during the Roman period and research
aspects of Roman and Celtic life. The children will
analyse the impact of the Roman invasion on Britain
and use a range of sources to find out information.
They will learn about Boudicca and the main events
of Boudicca’s revolt. In Art they will design and make
their own Roman mosaic. In Science children will
learn about animals, including humans.
